Portico:  A Not-For-Profit Electronic Archiving Service
Portico is an electronic archiving service launched in response to the community's need for a robust, reliable means to preserve electronic scholarly journals.  Portico was initiated by JSTOR and has been developed with the support of Ithaka.  Initial funding for Portico has been provided by JSTOR, Ithaka, The Andrew W. Mellon Foundation, and the Library of Congress.  Portico's mission is to preserve scholarly literature published in electronic form and to ensure that these materials remain accessible to future scholars, researchers, and students.

Portico offers a service which provides a permanent archive of electronic scholarly journals.  Portico receives and normalizes the original source files of electronic journals to an archival format and assumes responsibility for future format migrations.  Access to archived content is available to participants when specific trigger event conditions are met (see www.portico.org).
