In the Fall 2002 semester the University of Rochester Libraries launched “CoURse Resources,” a home-grown system built upon the MyLibrary concept, but overcoming many of the usual barriers to adoption.  Without any login names or passwords, University of Rochester students can quickly and easily navigate to Web pages containing information about and links to the best print and electronic resources the libraries have to offer in support of each unique course on campus.  This service dynamically generates Web pages of library resources tailored to the University’s course offerings, thereby meeting the immediate information needs of students in their medium of choice. Rather than wait to be invited to the learning management system discussions, the Libraries have built the CoURse Resources system in order to concretely demonstrate the value and services that libraries can bring to the table.  After only a few months, it has become evident that the CoURse Resources system is significantly increasing the libraries’ dialog with students and faculty and is transforming the libraries into a more active participant in the educational mission of the university.
